Conditions of Enrolment at St Peter’s School

1) Application/Administration Fee and Entrance fee
1.1 A non-refundable application or administration fee of R300.00 is payable when submitting the form of application for admission to the school.

1.2 When children are offered a firm place in the school, parents will be required to confirm their acceptance with a non refundable entrance fee.  
1.3 Should it become necessary to cancel the application after the entrance fee has been paid, the entrance fee will be forfeited.

2) Fees

2.1 Fees are detailed in the Schedule of School Fees.

2.2 All fees are payable in advance at the beginning of each year, term, month according to arrangements agreed to.  A discount may be granted where the year’s fees are paid in advance before the 31st January.

2.3 Cheques should be made payable to St Peter’s School and remitted to P O Box 618, Nelspruit, 1200 to reach the School on or before the due date.
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2.4 Interest may be levied on any overdue balances owing to the School at the rate of 2% above the prime lending rate.

2.5 The right to participate in school activities is contingent upon school fees being paid.

3) Termination of Enrolment

3.1 One term’s notice in writing, prior to the last day of the previous term, is required before the withdrawal of a pupil; failing which, the full term’s fees in lieu of notice will be payable.

3.2 The School shall be entitled to terminate the enrolment of any pupil.

3.2.1
Summarily and with immediate effect, if the pupil is guilty of any conduct which, in the sole opinion of the Principal, is inconsistent with such pupil’s continued enrolment at the School, a pro-rata proportion of any fees already paid in advance in respect of such pupil shall be refunded.
3.2.2 At the end of any academic year, in the event that the pupil, in the opinion of the Principal, is unsuitable for promotion to the following year of study and would not benefit by repeating the present year of study.

Outstanding school fees are greater than the entrance fee paid.
4) Participation in School Life

Children at St Peter’s are expected to participate in all aspects of school life and discipline, including religious worship and instructions.  A more detailed statement of the implications of this clause is available on request.  Participation in sport is compulsory.  
5) Indemnity

The applicant(s) hereby indemnify and agree to hold harmless, the congregation of the Franciscan Sisters of the Immaculate Conception, the St Peter’s School Board of Governors, the School, it’s Principal and staff or their authorised agents or representative, against any and all claims, costs or expense, including legal costs, however arising, including negligence, but not gross negligence, arising out of injury, death, loss or damage suffered as a result of any school activities during the enrolment of the pupil at the school.

6) Rules and Regulations

6.1 The applicants, by submitting an Enrolment Application form, agree, for both themselves (where applicable) and the pupil, to comply with the rules, regulations, policies and procedures of the School as enunciated by the Principal of the School, acting in his/her capacity as such.

6.2 In the event of any dissatisfaction on the part of any applicants with such rules and regulations, etc, or the implementation thereof, the applicants shall be entitled to make written representations to the Board of Governors for a final decision on the matter.

6.3 The liability of the applicants arising out of any enrolment in terms hereof shall be joint and several.
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7) Notices and the Service of any other document

7.1 For the purposes hereof the applicants choose as “domicilium citandi et executandi” the address set out in the application form, or such other address as may be specifically notified in writing to the School.

7.2 For the purposes hereof the school chooses “domicilium citandi et executandi”: No 1 Neethling Street, Sonheuwel, Nelspruit, 1200.

8) Governing Law and Disputes

8.1 The contract shall be construed and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the Republic of South Africa.

8.2 Any disputes arising between the parties in respect of this agreement shall, at the option of the School, be justifiable in the Magistrate’s Courts of Nelspruit, Mpumalanga, notwithstanding the fact that the dispute might otherwise have fallen outside the jurisdiction of such Magistrate’s Court and the applicants hereby consent to such jurisdiction.

8.3 In the event of the School resorting to legal action, the applicant(s) shall be liable for all costs incurred by and on behalf of the School on the scale as between attorney and client.
